Rent Guarantee Entrustment Agreement and Consent Form Regarding the Acquisition, Management, and Use of Personal Information

Tenant (hereinafter referred to as "Party A") and Three A Corporation (hereinafter referred to as "Party B")

hereby enter into this Guarantee Entrustment Agreement (hereinafter referred to as "this Agreement")with respect
to the obligations arising under the lease agreement (hereinafter referred to as "the Original Agreement")concluded
by Party A with the lessor as stated above, under the following terms.

Article 1 (Contents of Agreement)

This Agreement stipulates that Party A shall entrust Party B, under the conditions set forth in this Agreement,with
the guarantee of the obligations arising under the Original Agreement, and Party B shall accept such entrustment.
Article 2 (Term of Agreement)

1 The term of this Agreement shall be one (1) years from the commencement date of the guarantee specified above.

2 Upon the expiration of the term of this Agreement, if the Original Agreement remains in effect and none of the
termination causes listed in Article 6, Paragraph 1 exists, this Agreement shall be automatically renewed for an
additional one (1) years under the same terms and conditions, and thereafter shall continue to be renewed in
the same manner

3 Notwithstanding the preceding two paragraphs, this Agreement shall terminate on the date under the Agreement
is vacated and delivered back to the lessor or a third party.

Article 3 (Scope of Guarantee)

Party B shall guarantee the obligations borne by Party A under the Original Agreement with respect to rent,

ommon service charges,management fees, settlement amounts upon vacating, and other related payments

(hereinafter collectively referred to as “Rent, etc.”),up to the lesser of either the amount equivalent to twenty-four

(24) months of the initially stipulated monthly Rent, etc., or one million yen (¥1,000,000).

Article 4 (Guarantee Commission Fee)

1 Party A shall pay to Party B the guarantee fee specified above as the commission fee for concluding this
Agreement.

2 Evenif this Agreement is terminated in the middle of the contract period, Party A may the return of any
guarantee fee already paid to Party B.

Article 5 (Exercise of Right to Indemnification)

1 If Party A fails to make payment of the rent or other obligations under the Original Agreement within the due
date specified in the Original Agreement or by law, then upon request from the lessor under the Original

Agreement,Party B shall make payment of the rent to the lessor pursuant to this Agreement.

2 When such payment has been made under the preceding paragraph, Party A shall reimburse Party B for the
amount paid, together with delinquency damages calculated at the rate of 14.6% per annum from the date of
payment until full reimbursement is made,as well as various expenses incurred for such payment.

Article 6 (Termination of Agreement)

Party B may immediately terminate this Agreement without the need for any notice or demand if Party A falls under

any of the following circumstances:

(1) Party A violates any provision of the Original Agreement or this Agreement.

(2) It is discovered that, at the time of concluding this Agreement, Party A intentionally or negligently provided

false information, and Party B entered into this Agreement based on such falsehood.

(3) The whereabouts of Party A become unknown.

(4) Any other circumstance equivalent to the foregoing items arises.

Article 7 (Handling of Security Deposit)

1. If Party A owes indemnification obligations to Party B under Article 5 of this Agreement, and there remains a

balance of the security (as defined in Article 622-2, Paragraph 1 of the Civil Code) provided under the Original

Agreement after deducting Party A’s obligations to the lessor under the Original Agreement, Party B may request

that such remaining balance be applied to the repayment of Party A's indemnification obligations to Party B, and

Party A must comply with such request.

2. Party A shall not assign, pledge, or otherwise dispose of its claim to the remaining balance of the security deposit

mentioned in the preceding paragraph to any creditor other than Party B.

Article 8 (Exclusion of Antisocial Forces, etc.)

1 Party A hereby represents and warrants the following:

(1) That Party A is not an organized crime group, a member of an organized crime group, a company or affiliated

with such groups, a related party, a corporate racketeer (sokaiya), or any other antisocial force collectively referred

to as “Antisocial Forces, etc.”).

(2) That Party A does not have any of the following relationships with Antisocial Forces, etc.:

a. A relationship in which Party A utilizes Antisocial Forces, etc. for the purpose of seeking illicit benefits for itself
or a third party,or for the purpose of causing damage to a third party.

b. A relationship in which Party A provides funds or other benefits to Antisocial Forces, etc.,thereby cooperating
with,or being involved in, the maintenance or operation of Antisocial Forces.

(3) That none of Party A’s officers is an Antisocial Force, etc., nor do they have any relationship with Antisocial
Forces,etc that should be socially condemned.

(4) That Party A does not allow Antisocial Forces, etc. to use Party A’s name for the purpose of concluding this
Agreement:.

(5) That Party A shall not, by itself or through a third party, commit any of the following acts in connection with
this Agreement:

a. Acts of violent demand.

b. Unjust demands exceeding legal responsibility.

c. Threatening behavior or the use of violence in connection with transactions.

d. Spreading rumors, using deception or force to obstruct the other party’s business or damage its credibility.
e. Any other acts equivalent to the foregoing.

2. If Party A falls under any of the following items, Party B may terminate this Agreement immediately without
the need for any demand or notice:

a. It is discovered that Party A made a false representation contrary to the warranties set forth in Items (1) through
(3) of the preceding paragraph.

b. It is discovered that Party A entered into this Agreement in violation of the warranty set forth in Item (4) of the
preceding paragraph.

c. Party A commits any act in violation of the warranty set forth in Item (5) of the preceding paragraph.

3. If this Agreement is terminated pursuant to the preceding paragraph, Party A shall compensate Party B for any

damages incurred by Party B.

4. If this Agreement is terminated pursuant to Paragraph 2, Party A shall not make any claims against Party B for

any damages arising from such termination.

Article 9 (Jurisdiction)

Any dispute related to this Agreement shall, in accordance with the jurisdiction over the subject matter,be subject to

the exclusive jurisdiction of either the Kobe Summary Court or the Kobe District Court as the court of first instance.

Article 10 (Matters for Consultation)

Any matters not stipulated in this Agreement, or any doubts concerning the interpretation of this Agreement, shall be

resolved through sincere consultation between Party A and Party B, in accordance with the spirit of

Party A agrees that Party B shall handle Party A’s personal information, etc., in accordance with the following
provisions for the purposes of credit evaluation and transaction management (including billing, etc.) in with this

Agreement and related transactions.

Article 1 (Information to be Handled)

The personal information of Party A to be handled by Party B shall be as follows (hereinafter referred to as
“Personal Information, etc.”):

(1) Information regarding Party A that Party B has come to know through the content entered by Party A in
doccuments submitted at the time of concluding this Agreement, including name, gender, age, date of birth,
address, telephone number, place of employment, address of employment, annual income, family composition

, family living circumstances, e-mail address, emergency contact, etc.

(2) Information related to the Original Agreement or this Agreement concerning the leased property, such as
property name, location, rent, joint guarantor (including their name, gender, age, date of birth, address,
telephone number, place of employment,address of employment, annual income, etc.), and rental payment
account details.

(3) Identity verification information as stated on driver’s licenses, passports, resident cards, residence records,
and similar documents.

(4) Payment status of rent under the Original Agreement.

Article 2 (Purpose of Use)

Party B shall handle the Personal Information, etc. described in the preceding article for the following purposes:
(1) To determine whether to conclude a guarantee contract under this Agreement and with the lessor under the
Original Agreement.

(2) To conclude and perform the guarantee contract under this Agreement and with the lessor under the Original
Agreement.

(3) For the exercise of the right of indemnification under this Agreement.

(4) For the provision of services related to this Agreement.

Article 3 (Provision to Third Parties)

Except as provided under Article 16, Paragraph 3 of the Act on the Protection of Personal Information, Party B
shall not provide Party A’s Personal Information, etc. to any third party without Party A’s consent. However,
Party A agrees that Party B may, umder Party B’s responsibility, entrust part or all of the handling of Personal
Information, etc. to a third party, to the extent necessary to achieve the purposes of use set forth in the
preceding article.

Article 4 (Measures in Cases of Refusal to Provide Information or Disagreement with Provisions)

If Party A fails to provide the information necessary for the conclusion of the guarantee contract under this
Agreement or with the lessor under the Original Agreement, or refuses to agree to these provisions, Party B may
refuse to conclude the guarantee contract with Party A and the lessor.

Article 5 (Non-Disclosure of Examination Results)

Party B shall not be obligated to disclose to Party A the results of its examination

(other than the decision on whether or not to conclude the contract).

Article 6 (Notification of Changes to Provisions)

If these provisions are amended, Party B shall notify Party A of the content of such amendments.

Article 7 (Contact Point for Inquiries)

With respect to requests for disclosure, correction, suspension of use, etc. of Party A’s Personal Information,
Party B shall respond through its designated contact point (Kobe Chamber of Commerce & Trade Center
Building 8F, 5-1-14 Hamabe-dori, Chuo-ku, Kobe City TEL: 078-200-6433). However, Party A shall bear

the handling fee prescribed by Party B for such procedures.
